Sanctuary Windows

 

Facing the altar, the description of these windows is from left to right, or east to west, or Gospel to Epistle, all are the same for our directions.

 

East Wall: Keller window; this Willett window depicts St. George, the Patron Saint of England and martyr.  He is credited slaying a dragon in the latter part of the Twelfth Century.  During the Fourteenth Century, the red cross on the white background, known as St. George's Arms, became a kind of uniform for soldiers and sailors.  His rank as Patron of England probably dates from the reign of Edward III, who founded the Order of the Garter under St. George's patronage, circa 1347.  St. George is a fitting symbol for a slain soldier who gives his life for his country.  The scales in the picture are to depict balancing the forces of war and peace.  The Simms family was active in the Episcopal Church since the 1830’s.
The inscription on the window:

Liuet. George Simms Keller U.S.M.C.R.
His soul well knit, all his battles won

June 26, 1921   November 8, 1944

 

Next/Easterly Window:  Hawes window - This is a Tiffany window and is titled "Christ and the Child."  The window depicts our Lord and His love for children.  Holy Baptism for infants and adults is suggested by this window.  

The inscription on the window:

For of such is the Kingdom of Heaven

In loving memory of 

Inez Beebe Hawes

1883-1909

 

East center window:  Dimmick window - A Tiffany window "The road to Emmaus."  Luke 24: 30-31 - When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to them.  Then their eyes were opened. M. C. Dimmick was a vestry person and Jr. Warden at Trinity – 1886 – 1998.
The inscription on the window:

Given to the glory of God and in loving memory of

Marion Clark Dimmick and his son Harold Edgerton Dimmick
1855-1908               +              1895-1927
